Who we are

The Chorale is a mix of singers of various ages and skill levels. Many of the singers are seasoned
musicians; others are dedicated amateurs who just love to sing.

When we practice

Our regular rehearsals are on Tuesday nights from 7:30-9:30 pm at East Ridge Middle School (10 East
Ridge Road, Ridgefield). There are options for additional help sessions, sectionals, and small ensemble
practice outside of regular rehearsals as well.

What we sing

The Chorale performs contemporary choral music, from a cappella to Broadway, the standards, jazz,
and world music. We present three concerts a year (Spring, Fall, Holiday) and members can join for all
or any - as long as they regularly attend rehearsals for that event.
